agriculture equipment, and medical supplies in support of Chad
and Dara Vanden Bosch’s ministry in Mozambique.

stand, and apply Scripture, through a new Scripture Engagement
Director joining the ASM Team.

In one instance, Antonio (pictured, right) lit up
with surprise and delight when Jim down-
loaded the New Testament in his partic-
ular dialect of Mixtec. This Mixtec evan-
gelist didn't know his New Testament had
been translated, let alone recorded. He had
realized the need and had been attempt-
ing to translate and record it himself, line by
line from Spanish. Our team had the privi-
lege of sending audio Bibles for him to share
with other Mixtecos in Florida where he
lives during the winter months. The ripple effect of this recording continues
to grow!

Despite the challenges, Jim was still able to spend almost three months in
Mexico this year. The ASM Mexico Team’s recordists also overcame numer-
ous logistical and spiritual obstacles to bring 19 Scripture recordings in 8
different languages to completion.

Without audio Bible resources in the local languages, pastors and evangelists
would have to rely on written Bible resources in the
trade language, which few read and understand.

“But with the audio Bibles, more families can get
close to God,” Pastor Oscar explains. “Because it’s
in their mother tongue, they can understand the
Word better and there are results!”

Pastor Oscar longs for his whole community to be
transformed. “Our desire is that more families will learn the Word of God—
that this whole community would be for Christ.”

Because most people in the community are oral communicators, audio
Bible tools are essential for this to happen. So, Pastor Oscar is diligent in
traveling far and wide to connect other leaders with what they need. In
one church, God’s Word has caused such amazing growth from the access
to audio Bibles, the church is now bursting at the seams.

Your investment in sharing God’s Word has a ripple effect for years to
come. In 2013, a faithful supporting church, Peter’s Creek Baptist (South
Park, PA), made an initial investment in the Rincon Zapotec region of Oax-
aca, Mexico, by sending 100 audio Bibles and a team to help place them
in the hands of eager recipients.

In 2020, Jim and Jamie returned to Rincon right before the pandemic. It
was a thrill to see the amazing results of that initial investment, and further
equip key leaders in this language group.

Two other partnering churches, Grace
Christian and Missionary Alliance
Church (pictured, right) from Middle-
burg Hts, OH and Redemption Chapel
(pictured, top) from Stow, OH, joined Jim
and Jamie on respective trips to replace
old audio players that had finally suc-
cumbed to weather or extensive use. Together they walked the trails with
dear Zapotec brothers and sisters in Christ to plant the “Good Seed” in other
neighboring villages. However, sadly, there weren’t enough audio Bibles.

While Jim and Jamie were still there in Rincon hearing about the local
church’s vision to reach four unreached villages across the valley, there was
limited cell service. Amazingly, Jamie
still managed to receive an unexpected
message from Peter’'s Creek—the first
church team to visit the area, seven years
prior (pictured, left)—with the answer to
prayer, God’s timely provision of funds
for the needed audio Bibles! God is
weaving a beautiful Kingdom tapestry,
and your investment can be part of this
story.

Stepping into the
midst of heart-wrenching stories of
extreme poverty, abuse, alcoholism,
and spiritual bondage—with the hope
of Jesus Christ.

mission, but Chad and Dara Vanden
Bosch (serving as ASM Africa Director

This investment means precious people like
Joanna and her sister, Luisa (pictured opposite, right) have consistently heard
God’s Word for more than 5
years, despite being 20 miles off
the main road. Prayer and Bible
study with the 10-member New
Harvest Farm team has allowed
Chad to address issues such as
integrity, trust, and alcoholism.

Audio Bible recording and distribution was disrupted by the pandemic.
However, Chad, Sergio (Director of ASM’s Xai-Xai studio) and Steve (Recording
Technician) have creatively worked to complete recordings in southern
Mozambique and safely distribute God’s Word. The hope and comfort of
God’s Word is needed more than ever!

In 2019, dozens of churches, and
hundreds of people invested time and
resources to fill a huge shipping contain-
er for Mozambique. Chad and his team
continue to use the agricultural equip-
ment to build infrastructure, expand crop
production and yield to address severe
food security issues, and begin a Bible-
based agricultural extension program.

Dara and her team are using the Container contents to care for and bless
patients and their families, and the community. Simple personal care and
hospice care items offer dignity to patients, and the hundreds of blankets and
warm handmade hats have blessed the entire community. In 2021, ASM, in
collaboration with RCA Global Missions and others, will collect addition-
al agricultural equipment, and medical supplies, and humanitarian goods,

Steve and Sergio have been adapting to
the recording and distribution chal-
lenges of a locked-down society which
doesn’t allow large gatherings to dis-
tribute audio Bibles. They've been us-
ing WhatsApp, microSD cards and other
technology to continue to share Bible
portions, sermons, and seminars for pas-
tors—to help those who do not have
individual audio Bibles to share with
their congregation and in outreach.

The results of your investment are be-
ing multiplied as Chad and Dara, Sergio,
Steve and others on the ASM Team help
equip many other national leaders like
Pastor Machai to distribute audio Bibles
and use Scripture recordings in more
ways.
