Adoniram Judson was an American missionary who served in Bur-
ma (now Myanmar) for 40 years. “What hope do you have for Bur-
ma?" Adoniram was asked, at one of the lowest points in his life
—after the death of two wives and several children, illness, perse-
cution, and a lack of notable progress.

Judson responded, “The future is as bright as the promises of God.”

These “bright promises of God” Judson referred to are promises
we all have the privilege of listening to and meditating on as we
dwell in God’s Word (Colossians 3:16-17). One Biblical scholar
says there are over 7,000 (!) promises from God in the Bible. Can
you imagine hearing for the very first time the promises God makes
in Joshua 1:2 or Romans 8:38-397

This year, thousands of people, in
more than 32 countries and in 117
languages, now hear these bright
promises of God because the Lord
used YOU in their lives. Your prayers
and financial support of Audio Scrip-
ture Ministries (ASM) have shared
these beautiful promises of God
through resonating audio Scripture,
multiplying Bible Engagement, and
serving as the hands and feet of Je-
sus in Integral Mission.

Judson's
commitment to evangelism, his pioneering work in Bible transla-
tion, and his firm faith in Jesus in the midst of suffering are hum-
bling examples for us today.

Christian persecution, a pandemic, terrorism, extreme weather,
economic and societal changes don't surprise God, and certain-
ly don't limit His promises. In fact they make God'’s trustworthy
promises sweeter, and even more urgent to share.

GOD’S WORD

NEVER RETURNS VOID

Mango Tree Ministry's founder and his
team of national leaders (names held for
security reasons) have distributed thou-
sands of audio Bibles in West Africa in six
years. One of those audio Bibles ended up
with a man traveling through a dangerous
region. Early in 2021 this man’'s convoy was
ambushed by a terrorist splinter group, and
he was tragically killed. As the assailants
searched the pockets of their victims, they
found this man’s bloodied audio Bible, the
corner of it shot off. They thought it was “a

(Actual picture!) camera or something” and kept it. Mukafi*
(pseudonym), one of the terrorists, texted a picture to his brother, who
knew ASM's partner there, asking about the device.

I’'m an evil man...
Could your God possibly love me?”

Miraculously, the audio Bible still played, and was in their language! As
they listened, each one was struck to the heart by God’s Word. Mu-
kafi* said, “l know truth—I heard it from this device!” In great distress,
the (now former) terrorist confessed, “I'm an evil man, I’'ve done hor-
rible things. Could your God possibly love me?” ASM'’s partners told
him the story of the Apostle Paul's transforming encounter with Jesus,
and that he too could have the same forgiveness.

God continued to work and their hearts were changed. They de-
stroyed their weapons and began searching out other bands roaming
the area, forcefully telling them,

“Stop killing—it's not what God wants, we can't be like that any more!”

Mukafi* asks for your prayers as he
learns more about God and shares 8§
Jesus with others, and for those
who are still waiting to hear the
life-changing truth about God and
His love.

Providing God's Word in audio is
truly a team effort. The process of-
ten starts with research and exploration by Jonathan Stoimenoff
(pictured, above left), Resource Department Coordinator, from ASM’s
Global Support Team in Michigan. Jonathan receives audio Bible re-
quests, researches Bible and Bible Engagement content by language,
loads audio Bible devices produced by ministry partners, and (often
with the help of volunteers) tests, labels, and ships the devices for dis-
tribution.

The hunger and need for God's Word is GROWING! “We could easily
send out hundreds more audio Bibles,” several Gospel partners told
our team this year.

INVESTING IN LATIN AMERICA

Jim and Jamie Loker, ASM's Latin
America Directors, assisted local
pastors in placing audio Bibles in
many new areas in 2021. In one
village, they met Nayeli* (pseud-
onym), who had dreamed that
someone would come to her door

- “with a Bible that spoke [her heart
language of] Zapotec.” When Jim and Jamie showed up and gave her
an audio Bible, Nayeli (pictured, bottom-right in red skirt), was overjoyed
and immediately began listening to God's Word. Her dream had come
true—God was speaking her language!

“Hearing God’s Word has changed my heart” testified another per-
son, baptized this year. During the pandemic, hundreds of people
came to know Christ while listening to their audio Bibles at home, and
were waiting for an opportunity to be baptized. In one region, ASM's
national partner Pastor Oscar reported more than 600 baptisms this
year!

God’s Word is going forth, and it does not return void. God has used
your faithful support to bring increased Gospel opportunities and
fruit through Bible recordings, video dubs, and discipleship.

Recording God’'s Word is a labor of
love and sacrifice. While recording
the New Testament (NT) in Mazatec
of Ixcatlan, some of our readers lost
loved ones to local violence. This gave
the readers a sense of urgency for
their community to hear the Gospel.
They continued recording, not only
finishing the NT but also completing a
recording of the Pentateuch in 202 1.
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Nayeli* dreamed someone would come to her door
“with a Bible that spoke Zapotec.

Today your support means many other portions of the Old Testament
(OT) are being recorded and distributed in dozens of languages of
Mexico. OT summaries, the Pentateuch, and individual books of Josh-
ua, Judges, Ruth, Isaiah and others are planned in addition to import-
ant New Testament recordings.

By God's grace, the ASM Mexico team
dubbed more Bible videos in 2021 than
ever before--the Jesus Film, Book of
Luke, and book of Genesis videos. They
have also begun dubbing the Deditos
series, which uses finger puppets to dra-
matize Bible stories for children. Many
people have watched these Bible vid-
eos with great joy in hearing God speak
their own language.

Praise God for all He is doing as His
Word goes forth and takes root!




INVESTING IN MOZAMBIQUE

“I am so humbled that | get to be
the bearer of good gifts,” said Dara
Vanden Bosch, ASM’s Compas-
sionate Care Coordinator, as she
distributed lovingly and prayerful-
ly compiled knitted and crocheted
hats, personalized blankets and

- comforting hospice kits. Dara and
her team shared these gifts in the name of Jesus with their hospice
and palliative care patients immediately after the 2021 Mozambique
Container arrived in August.

Your prayers and generosity provided nearly 2,700 cubic feet of re-
cording equipment, medical supplies, agricultural equipment, and hu-
manitarian goods for the ministry of Chad and Dara Vanden Bosch and
their teams. Roda, Lorenzo, Luisa, and many more are now wrapped
in warm blankets and receiving tender care because you responded
to God'’s call to minister to the people of Central Mozambique. Thank
you for helping them hear—and feel—God'’s love for them!

New Harvest Farm is expanding its impact in the region, addressing
issues of significant food insecurity while sharing God's Word in au-
dio. Distributing quality agricultural seed and planting additional land
has allowed Chad Vanden Bosch, ASM’s Africa Director, to connect

the need for resilience and persever-
ance in the daily spiritual walk with
God with hands-on practical tips for
a more bountiful harvest.

Currency fluctuations, severe
weather, crop failure, and the on-
going COVID-19 pandemic have all
challenged ministry in Mozambique.
Yet, God, using the generosity of

His people, has expanded the impact of the Vanden Bosch's ministry.
