So many people are hungry for the truth about
God in the Bible, But what if they don’t read
their own language? How can they learn and
meditate on God’s Word?

“We're bringing you the best gift: we have God’s

Word in your language,’” a woman from a local

church told the Huave woman. She shrugged,
“But who's going to read it to me? Are you going to come every day and
read it to me?" she asked. "Oh, | mean, it's in AUDIO, you can listen to it
anytime!” our church partner replied. The woman'’s eyes got wide, as she
realized that she could now listen to God’s Word every day!

On the same audio Bible distribution trip with a partner church to San
Mateo, Mexico, Jim and Jamie Loker reported another person (pictured,
far right) had stayed home only because her baby fell asleep. While she
was waiting, the local pastor and our short-term team arrived. She heard
the Gospel, gave her life to Christ, and received an audio Bible in Huave!

This Huave New Testament recording was completed by our team
11 years ago and continues to equip local leaders for evangelism and
discipleship. This year we celebrated our Mexico Team’s 90th full New
Testament recording!

“Now | invite other neighbors to come and listen to what
God wants to tell us through His Word,” Ema says.

“It is very beautiful that we get to share the Word of God with
other people,” Ema adds. She explains, “we have a loudspeaker to
advertise our tortilla sales, But before we start advertising, my husband
[connects the audio Bible] so that the majority of the people in this
community hear the Word of God. It's one way we can thank God for
what He has done in our lives.”

He delivers coal in
Mozambique to support his family.
Two or three times every week, he
bikes 80-100 miles round-trip to
gather charcoal, deep in the bush,
and sell it in the village to support
his wife and children (including a
newborn baby). When the Compassionate Care Team met him 5 years
ago, they struck up a friendship. Recently, he asked the question we
love to hear, “Please—could | have an audio Bible? | would like to
listen while | make these trips back and forth.”

Thanks to YOUR support, we answered with a resounding, “YES!”
Even though Luiz will still have long days biking charcoal to and from
the village, his smile says it all: now he’s listening to God's Word in his
own language!

After the ASM team gave him a much-longed-for audio Bible, he
immediately thought about his family, and how he wanted his family
to listen, too. Thank you for making it possible for Luiz, his family, and
many others like them to hear and SHARE the promises of God!




SHE LEFT A LEGACY

Your support of ASM'’s Compassionate Care (CC) Team serves rural
Mozambican friends in physical need and leaves a lasting spiritual
legacy. Led by Dara Vanden Bosch, the Team shares Jesus’ love on
weekly visits to patients and their families. Listening, sharing God’s
Word, singing, praying, and doing art together brings comfort and support.

In a culture with little leisure time and few material goods, using
God-given creativity in art has helped provide outlets for healing and
restoration—for patients and CC team members alike. The art supplies
sent in the 2021 Container Project continue to be a big blessing!

One beloved patient, Christina, passed away in 2022. It was a painful
loss for her family—and for the CC Team who visited her weekly over
many years. After the funeral, Christina’s sister reflected on how much
these visits meant to their family, and the legacy items Christina left
as a result.

55 church leaders, from 45 different districts
of one country in South Asia gathered recent-
ly with Dr. Tara Rye and her husband Greg
(pictured, right) to train in story-centric discipleship.
They left eager and equipped to return to their
church-planting teams with new tools to share
God’'s Word through oral Bible storytelling
evangelism and discipleship techniques.

“This is VERY important,’ reflected one church leader, recognizing
how it enabled leaders to teach and pass along Bible stories effectively,
without relying on any outside personnel or funds. In nearby areas,
many have faced persecution and accusations of forced ‘conversions'—
but Bible storytelling offers a powerful and lower-risk way of introducing
people to Jesus.

In another country on the continent of Africa, one young lady whom
Tara taught a Bible story remarked, “I cannot believe that you are
trusting me with these stories!” She went home and shared with her
mother, aunts, and siblings, who all came the next day to hear more.

STARTING WITH A STORY

A* and §* a couple in Greater South Asia, are passionate about sharing
God's Word through stories, trained and mentored by Tara Rye and
her husband, Greg. A* and S* are now training dozens of others in this
region! Mrs. R* and her husband were soon moving to another city, but
before they left, $* shared the story of the Flood with Mrs. R*. After
they moved, Mrs R* began to share the Bible stories she had learned
with several women, men, and families in her new home. Starting
from just one story, now MANY of them have come to know Jesus as
their Savior!

A* said, "It often takes 5-10 years to reach a Hindu [with the Gospel of
Jesus]. But we are discovering it is easier to teach about Christ if done
through teaching the women, who will go and teach their families.” More
than 20 women, men, and families are being baptized as a result of
this work. A* said, “This is the direct fruit of Tara’s Bible Engagement
training!”
